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How to be Saved from Hell:


…“Sirs what must I do to be saved?”  


“And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved…”


(Acts 16:30-31)


Friend, baptism cannot wash away sin, being good will not cover your sin. Only the blood 


of Jesus can make you clean.“ In whom we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of his grace;” (Ephesians 1:7)





Going to Heaven is a free gift. You cannot buy it, work for it, get baptized or go to church for it, 


be good enough or  sorry enough, nor give up sin for it.


Eternal life is a completely free gift through Jesus Christ our Lord!





1st You need to know that you are a sinner. “As it is written, There is none righteous, 


     no, not one:” (Romans 3:10) “For all have sinned and come short  of the glory of God.” (Romans 3:23) 


     Sin brings us short of God’s glory. Sin keeps us out of heaven. Sin is missing the mark.





2nd You need to realize that there is a penalty for sin-Death. 


      “For the wages of sin is death; ”(Romans 6:23a) This word “death” doesn’t mean just dying and 


      going to the grave.  It means separation from God’s Glory, forever and ever in a lake of fire. This 


      is our punishment for our sin and a debt you owe as of right now. “And death and hell were cast 


       into  the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book 


      of life was cast into the lake of fire.”  ( Revelation 20:14 & 15)





3rd  Believe that Jesus Christ died, was buried, and rose again for you. 


        “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in


        thine heart that God has raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” (Romans 10:9)


        “But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, 


       Christ died for us.” (Romans 5:8)





4th Trust Christ alone as your Saviour.


      “…but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”(Romans 6:23b)   


      “Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us…”


      (Titus 3:5) “But to him that worketh not, but believeth on him that justifieth the ungodly, his faith 


       is counted for righteousness. (Romans 4:5) 


           


In review:


▪You understand that you are a sinner.


▪You realize there is a penalty for that sin, an eternity in hell, and you can’t pay for it yourself.


▪You fully trust that Jesus Christ died on the cross, shed His blood, was buried, & rose again 


  to pay for your all of your sin. (1 Corinthians 15:3,4)


▪You know that eternal life is free and lasts for ever.  “ And I give unto them eternal life; and they 


shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.” –Jesus (John 10:28) 





Then this is what you need to do:


“For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.”(Rom.10:13)


 “Whosoever” means you.  We could put your name there:


“For (your name) shall call upon the name of the Lord and (your name) shall be saved.”


[This moment, place 100% of your faith in Jesus Christ, call on him, asking him to save you.]�


Let us help you word a prayer. Realize it’s not mere words that save, but your faith in Jesus Christ:


 “DEAR JESUS, FORGIVE ME OF MY SINS. I NOW PLACE MY TRUST ONLY IN THE FACT THAT YOU DIED ON THE CROSS


FOR ME, AND ROSE FROM THE DEAD. THE BEST WAY I KNOW HOW I ASK  YOU TO SAVE  ME AND TAKE ME TO HEAVEN 


WHEN I DIE.  THANK YOU FOR SAVING ME.” AMEN

Church: 	Local called out assembly of scripturally Baptized Believers (Hebrews 10:25 & Acts 2:41)


Eternal: 	for ever


Repent: 	To think differently or afterward; Change of Mind 
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
